The Romsey Uniting Church members wish everyone a 
very successful and peaceful 2010.    January has been a 
quiet month but as February begins there follows the usual 
church meetings and preparation for the Lenten Season 
and Easter. 
Lent – A season of preparation and discipline that begins 
on Ash Wednesday (February 17th) and concludes at sun-
down on Holy Saturday (April 3rd).   During the forty week-
days and six Sundays in Lent, the church remembers the 
life and ministry of Jesus and renews its commitment to 
him in Christian discipleship.    
 
Psalm 116: 1-7 
Sometime ago, my mother died.  She was eighty six years 
old, but it was sudden and a shock.  We all felt the sad-
ness. 
A couple of days after her death, I went for a walk in the 
local nature reserve and down to the river.  The peace and 
quiet were good, the light on the water beautiful.  Then I 
passed a favourite group of alder trees I’d often sketched.  
There’d been some heavy windstorms, and rain.  One of 
the trees had come down.  The trunk lay in the dry winter 
grasses, the shattered stump showing raw, ragged edges. 
I was sorry.   I’d loved those trees.  They’d never be the 
same again.  Yet, walking on, I found some comfort in it.  
Not in its death, but in what it said to me.  That death is 
part of the process of life.  I don’t want to argue with the 
theologians about our fallen world and how death came to 
be, but simply to say that we need to accept it as part of 
how things are.  And whether it comes tragically and out of 
time, or quietly and in the fullness of years, we share the 
same vulnerability. 
The vulnerability that Jesus took on himself as a human 
being, that saddened his family and friends,  a vulnerability 
that reminds and reassures me that he knows what it’s all 
about, and knows how I feel.   The other trees will heal.  
Already the grass is beginning to grow.  The wound will 

soften; still show, but mend. 

Reflection: 
I walked by the river, Lord, after the storm.    
Tall reeds, brown tips bent trailed fingers in the cold water. 
I watched debris floating downstream. 
Broken branches, planks, and plastic bottles surfacing like 
ducks. 
I skirted new falls of river bank, raw fleshed, ragged, red 
like wounds. 
But life was picking up its pieces. 
The grasses shrugging off the wind, stirring, straightening. 
A kingfisher flashed neon-blue across the water, sewing 
up the windtorn edges of the air. 
But then I saw the stranded houseboat, its stern well down 
below the water line, broken bow high, mouth open for 
breath. 
It was the human connection that hit me, Lord. 
Reminded me of other storms that gust hard in people’s 
lives. 
Winds that blow little good, that warp, not reeds, but per-
sonality. 
Life’s river, its surface broken by exhausted people drifting 
helpless on the current. 
Barely floating on the stream. 
Hopes waterlogged. 
Lord, the reeds, the river bank, I leave to nature to repair. 
The broken tree will heal, send out new shoots. 
Fresh-knitted grass soon covers the earth’s raw edges, 
purl and plain. 
But the people, Lord? 
In the noise of wind and stream I hear you call. 
Sometimes, your voice comes, not from the safety of the 
river bank, but from the middle of the stream. 
Drawing me into its deepest part.

It allows us to think 
about those who are currently fighting cancer and gives us 
many reasons to raise money to find a cure. It also gives 
the Macedon Ranges Community a chance to gather to-
gether and rally against Cancer.” 

“We started in the Relay because, like many teams, we 
had been touched by cancer and wanted to make a 
difference. It also provided a great excuse to get to-
gether at fundraisers, planning meetings and, of 
course, at the event and celebrate our friendships and 
fight back against cancer while supporting those who 
are still fighting and loved ones lost.” 

 “I see entering the event as a way of remembering family, 
friends, acquaintances and patients who have died from 
cancer, as well as supporting those who are experiencing 
the journey as well as their families. We all do this in our 
daily life but the relay gives us the opportunity to come to-
gether, to remember together. It will be a team effort from 
a great team.” 

“The motto of the Relay is what inspires us to partici-
pate each year, ‘Celebrate, Remember, Fight Back!” 

“It's a small world, made smaller by problems from natural 
disasters to unwarranted and unsolicited illnesses, chang-
ing the course of family, groups and communities. Living, 
is sharing community involvement. Living, is making a dif-
ference. Living, is being there, or seeing in the mind’s eye 
aid in its small parts extending to become big parts. My 
involvement is a small part, to connect with others to hope-
fully, become a big part. Team spirit. Community involve-
ment. Amen.” 

“The fundraising associated with the Relay provides 
much needed funds for research and other programs, 
but it is the Relay itself that is the important focus. 
Sometimes, I think, this focus is lost whilst working on 
the fundraising, but when you arrive at the Lancefield 
Park on the Saturday to set up the team tent the enor-
mity of the event comes flooding back to you. A won-

derful celebration of life and remembrance of those 
who are no longer with us.” 

“Relay For Life is special because there are not many oth-
er occasions where such a vast range of community 
groups and ages come together for one common cause. 
There's such a great encouraging atmosphere which 
brings out the best in everyone, even despite sleep depri-
vation!” 

“The relay is special because it is a chance to step out 
of our busy lives and be part of something that is big-
ger than our own team’s efforts. It is a chance to catch 
up with team members where everything else that is 
going on in your life takes second place. It is an op-
portunity to be reflective and take stock and place 
things in perspective ..... 3am in the morning as one 
walks around the track is often a good reflective time!” 

It is not too late to register for the regional Relay, 
which will again be held at Lancefield Park.  
Around 40 teams are expected to add to the regional fund-
raising effort of more than $700,000 since the Relay start-
ed at Lancefield in 2003. 

It costs $15 per person to register (including 2010 official 
Relay shirt) and people of all ages and abilities are wel-
come.

Fire restrictions are now in place.  
If residents need information on how to prepare and what 
to do in the event of a fire, the CFA website, 
www.cfa.vic.gov.au is a great resource. It includes the 
FireReady Kit, a new resource to help residents prepare 
their bushfire survival plan and the Household Bushfire 
Self assessment tool, a new tool that takes residents 
through a number of steps to assess the defendability of 
their home.  
Residents can also call the Victorian Bushfire Information 
Line on 1800 240 667 for bushfire planning advice or at-
tend one of many CFA bushfire meetings scheduled in 
their local area. 
 
Fire Restrictions: the details 
Under a fire restrictions regime, a permit is required to 
burn off grass, undergrowth or weeds. This permit is is-
sued by the Municipal Fire Prevention Officer. 
Barbeques and fires for cooking and warmth, however, do 

not require a permit, but must be lit in 
properly constructed fireplaces, within 
limits of wind speed and clearance 
perimeter, and are to be supervised at 
all times. 

All burn-offs should be registered with 
the VicFire Burn-off notification line 
on 1800 668 511.  

Lighting a fire in the open without a permit is an offence 
and can bring a penalty of up to $5,500 or 12 months im-
prisonment. 
The Can I or Can’t I? brochure, also available from the 
CFA  website, details the fire restrictions  regime, including 
the differences between fire restrictions and Total Fire Ban 
days. 
CFAs On the Land: Agricultural Fire Management Guide-
lines provides practical fire management advice for people 
living and working on rural properties and is particularly 
useful to those new to farming. To view and/or download 
the guidelines, go to www.cfa.vic.gov.au.
