STATE CHAMPIONS AGAIN:

Romsey Primary School is justifiably very proud of the fact that it's korfball feam has
taken out the annual "State Primary School Championships” for the 2nd successive year.
We are not only proud of the team, which has changed dramatically since last year, but
also of Mr. Tim Rogers and Mr. John Fryer who have coached both championship teams
and encourage pupil involvement with many lunchtime practices.

Korfball is the only game designed specifically for females and males to play together.

It was invented in Holland 95 years ago and has been played in Australia for about 20
years.

It is a game which emphasises the skills of sportsmanship and co-operation. So much
so that at junior levels the umpire/referee awards points to determine the final result of
the match in three areas: game result, korfball skills, and behaviour. The winning team
is the one with the highest score over 20 - not necessarily the team scoring the most
goals.

Each team is made up from four boys and four girls. :
A goal is scored when the ball passes through a team’s basket which is inside the court Rk A
and allows for scoring from all directions.  There is no contact allowed, running or ’\\chj,__"_— §
dribbling of the ball and the ball cannot be knocked or taken from the opponent's hand. N
