While many plants require little or no pruning to fulfill the purpose for which
they were planted, mauy others, left unpruned soon become an unsightly mess
exceeding their allotted space to the detriment of other plants, blocking access
or causing general inconvenience, The object of pruning is therefore to induce
a plant to serve its purpose to the best advantage of the owner,

In the case of many ornamental trees and shrubs left unprunmed for years, branches
become bare of leaves and laterals and lose their appeal, shortening the useful
life of the plant as a speciacle and reducing its effect asa.screen or windbreak,
Most fruit trees follow the same pattern with fruit becoming smaller in size and
more numerous towards the ends of unpruned branches with the result that they
often break under the load,
