Vale Laurie “Chooka” Thomson

Laurie Thomson passed away on Sunday May 5th, a much-admired
community member who was loved for his gentleness, humour, common
sense and community involvement. Laurie moved into the Romsey area in
1931. He attended Romsey P. S., and often butted heads with Headmaster
Mr Murray. The Headmaster had a large strap which disappeared suddenly
and was not found again until the renovations at the old school. Laurie then
owned up to one day in Gr 6 deciding “Enough is Enough!” and he found a
good spot for it behind one of the blackboards.

Laurie was too young for WW?2 but his elder brother Charlie served, losing
his life in New Guinea. Not long after Laurie also lost his mother. In the early
2000's Laurie, with children Bev and Steven and nephew Robert, was able to
visit his brother's grave at the Bomara Commonwealth War Cemetery, a very
moving and meaningful trip for all.

Laurie met Jan Keleher in Springfield and the two married in 1952. They were together for the next 62 years and had four
children, Beverly, Steven, Kathy & Roz

% Laurie was a keen sportsman representing the town in football, golf, tennis and bowls. He
4 played over 250 games for Romsey Football Club winning one premiership. He was also
44 a determined and competitive pennant golfer who often left his more fancied opposition
B scratching their heads wondering how he managed to scramble the win. Laurie was a member
of three winning pennant teams, two flags in 1978 (Inner Western & Dalhousie Districts) and
again in 1981. In intraclub competition Laurie teamed with a number of partners to win
the W. E. Tom 4BBB knockout in 1968, 76, 77, 85, 86 & 87. The shield for best junior net
performance in the club championships is named after Laurie.

He was also heavily involved in the community as a vestry member and church warden at St Paul's Anglican Church. He
was on the reading list right up to his passing. Perhaps the most important element of his life was his family. Every family
member spoke of how special he made them feel and the great support and life lessons he was able to give.

Laurie spent many years farming close to Monegeetta and also in Trentham. One of his
favourite stories was of the annual droving of sheep from Romsey across to Trentham, try that
now! With his father Stephen he farmed largely sheep and potatoes. He even “developed” a
special breed, "Laurie’s Spuds” which were highly sought after by family and friends.

Laurie always seemed to know everyone’'s name and what was going in in the town, he had a positive opinion on most
things. He will be remembered as an honest, reliable, kindly and gentle man. One who lived his life according to his beliefs,
who was a good example to others and who was always around to help if and when needed.

Entertaining Pets in Winter

Let's face it. It can be hard enough to motivate ourselves to
go outside during winter, but it can be even more difficult
encouraging your pets that dislike the cold to go outside
too. Chilly weather or not, our pets do need their exercise!

By being creative with your pet's entertainment during the
cold of winter, you will be more likely to avoid unwanted
behaviours as a result of boredom. There are many things
you can do to encourage your pet to come outside with you
for exercise, and here are just a few tips:

e Use winter coats to keep them warm and ensure the
coat is well fitted. You might want to consider a fleece
lining to keep them extra toasty!

» Use pet waterproof gear for wet days.

» Increase food intake, this may be necessary as staying
warm during winter takes more energy. Make sure you
are careful to not over feed however!

If you have tried everything and your pet is still reluctant to

venture outside (or you are experiencing extreme weather),

a great way to keep your pet stimulated is to engage them

in extra activities indoors:

«  Consider some trick training for mental stimulation. This

could be behavioural training or why not try training your
pet to do some household chores e.g. fetch slippers etc.

«  Play games like ‘find your favourite toy' or ‘find a family
member’ around the house.

« Use enrichment toys such as tug-o-war ropes for
physical exertion or use food dispensing toys to develop
fun foraging instincts.

« Another option for dogs is socialising at doggy daycare
or maybe you could plan a doggy play date.

Whatever your techniques are to keep your pet active during

winter, do make sure they have good access to shelter and

water at all times!

Carrots; did have to eat the carrots so they could get the tops. (One
Butter; couldn’t have the orange carrots poking into the wigs - so
Olive oil; only the feathery tops were used.). Anyway, the vitamin A
Garlic; was good-o for the ladies’ eyesight so they were able to see
Freshly ground black pepper; how ridiculous they looked.

Honey; Just a little more on carrots. They contain betacarotene,

Baby spinach leaves;
Grated Parmesan cheese;
Grated Cheddar cheese.

Cut carrots into finger thick and length shapes. Melt some
butter and olive oil in a pan with some garlic juice. Have
the heat medium so as not to burn the butter. Toss the
carrots in the butter/oil so they warm through. We are only
warming and semi-softening the carrots - they will be a little
crunchy.

Just before serving, grind fresh pepper into the pan and a
good quantity of honey and baby spinach leaves. Turn up
the heat so the honey bubbles.

Immediately serve sprinkled with a mixture of Parmesan and
Cheddar cheese.

Serve this as an entree or with some lightly grilled fish which
you haven't dried out through overcooking - not that you
would of course - (that's overcook the fish!)

I've mentioned before that, during the reign of King Charles
the First (the bloke who lost his head), the ladies of his Court
wore carrot tops in their head-dress because the English
had put an embargo on imports from South Africa and so
ostrich feathers weren't available for the ladies. But they

magnesium, potassium and phosphorus. They're a superb
detoxifier and are excellent for the liver and digestion.
They're rich in antioxidants and protect the body from
certain cancers, aid night vision and are a good source of
fibre.

Now what else to do with carrots - apart from the garlic and
honey.

Steam them until soft, puree, add garlic and stir into mashed
potato. Or grate with raw ginger, make a look-alike birds
nest of the strings of carrot, pop a soft boiled egg into the
nest (de-shelled of course), or grate a handful of carrot into
a pan wet with a little butter and garlic juice, warm the carrot
by tossing it with the melted butter, break two eggs into the
pan with the carrots and mix as in scrambled eggs. Serve
on a slice of wholemeal bread.

Or grate a carrot, add orange segments and sliced pineapple,
warm in a pan with a little butter and garlic juice and
kalamata olives. Serve warm topped with a dollop of natural
Greek yoghurt mixed with hummus.

There are lots and lots of other combinations which will suit
your palate and purse - and your health regime. Simply
remember not to overcook the carrot (except if you're going
to puree it.)

The Romsey Football Saga

During the years from 1925 — 1928, the Romsey Football
teams were unbeatable. Their success helped to bring about
their loss in 1929. Mrs Percy Bowen, the wife of a Romsey
star footballer made beef tea for the football side during
the half time break. This practice gave a Sunbury man the
opportunity to make some money.. During the 1929 grand
final, this man put a lot of money on Sunbury to win. He then
sneaked into the Romsey rooms before half time and put a
laxative into the beef tea.

The second half of the game became a disaster for the
Romsey Football Team, as the players were running off the
field to the toilet and were uncomfortable. Sunbury won the

match and the Sunbury man went home with his pockets
full.

A former star footballer in the 1920's Romsey football side,
Doug Parks estimated that a goal he kicked on the Romsey
oval would never be beaten. Kicking a place kick from full
back with the aid of a very strong wind, the ball went over
the players’ heads and rolled and bounced its way through
the goalposts at the other end.

Most of us have voted to choose who will
lead our nation over the next few years.

Some of the last words of Jesus before
returning to the glory of heaven were: "All
authority in heaven and earth is given to
me. Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations....." (Matthew 28:18-19).

How were this small band of believers to do
this? Only in the power of the Holy Spirit
who would come to them on the Day of
Pentecost (Whitsunday) to fill them with His
power to make known the Gospel message.
This happened ten days after the Ascension of
Jesus to Heaven and which His Church will be
celebrating this month on Sunday 9 June.
