The Romsey & Lancefield Districts Historical Society Inc is the community’s 
guardian and repository for historic documents, artefacts and research on local 
history.  The society is also the owner and maintainer of the government regis-
tered historic Seymour Cottage (c1856) and land in Palmer Street Romsey. Ra-
ther than calling it an asset Seymour Cottage is an 1856 ‘heritage liability’ with 
many maintenance and restoration issues that are swamping the limited  

local funds that the society members generate. Grants and sponsorship are the 
big hope for restoration and meeting recurrent operational costs that are over 
and above our society’s current resources. 
A recent inspection documented the extent and real concern of extensive old 
termite damage especially effecting the stability of wall framing and contributing 
to potentially dangerous structural failures of several roof and ceiling support 
beams. The Society has reluctantly decided to close Seymour Cottage to public 
access while temporary safety propping is undertaken along with a further detailed safety assessment.  A further      
financial assessment of the repairs and maintenance works will take time and involve Heritage Victoria.  All this will 
continue to put further strains on the Society’s already very limited resources. 
Consequent to this and the recent departure of the Cottage Coordinator the society is seeking to re-form the ‘Friends of 
Seymour Cottage’ advisory sub-committee under a new coordinator.  The need is for strategic master planning in coop-
eration with Heritage Victoria and the Macedon Ranges Council along with exploring financial support grants and    
community sponsorships.  Are there are other ‘arrangements’ for preserving and restoring this important historic      
community asset that are not readily apparent to us? 
If you are currently or have previously been involved with Seymour Cottage and the Romsey & Lancefield Districts  
Historical Society please consider re-joining the Society and contributing to saving this important and unusual 1850s 
Gold Rush era building.

FROM THE COTTAGE...  ‘BARTON’ 

Barton (Seymour) Cottage is a heritage listed dwelling built around 1855. 
20 Palmer Street, ROMSEY – look for the blue Heritage Plaque on the 

gatepost on the left. 
Open on the last Sunday of the month, from 11-2. 

 
August Saturday August 12th – Stroke 
Despite predictions of rain and some strong winds an-
other good field took to the course for the club’s stroke 
competition.   The round got under way with clear skies 
and a gentle breeze from the SE.   Good weather and 
strong winds during the latter part of the week had dried 
the course considerably but some heavy showers earlier 
in the morning saw both fairways and greens wet and 
quite soft so posting a good score was again going to be 
a challenge.  A heavy squall hit the course as the final 
groups were finishing off the 18th so the warm rooms 
were very welcome.  A number of players had excellent 
from nines but the “wheels fell off” on the back nine 
pushing them out of contention.

The plaster and render repairs in the main hall and supper 
room will have been completed by the end of August.   
It is amazing just what a skilled craftsman can do and now 
both rooms look very different to just a few months ago.  
The CoM is hoping to seal the new plaster/render with an 
undercoat.  Finances will dictate if we do this work our-
selves of if we can pay for a professional painter to do the 
job.  A big thank you to Julie Wynd from DELWP who was 
instrumental in the RMI gaining funding for these important 
works and to Rick Levis whose hard work and knowledge 
has resulted in such a fine job. 

 
The foyer of the hall also received some attention from 
Rick.  Damage caused when the WW1 Honour Rolls were 
connected directly to the wall has been reaired and the 
whole north wall has recceived a new layer of plaster.  
Once everything has dried, an undercoat has been applied 
and we have installed a hanging system the WW1 Honour 
Rolls will be back in place for all to see. 

 
During August the RMI kitchen was inspected by a repre-
sentative from the shire and, after some minor changes, we 
are now approved for use as a commercial kitchen.   
Hopefully this will assist local community members who 
wish to prepare foods for sale and also become another 
income stream for the RMI. 

 
 

 
Earlier in the year the CoM applied to the shire’s Communi-
ty Funding Scheme for funds to assist us to instal solar pan-
els on the roof of the RMI.  In mid July we were informed 
that our application had been successful.  The grant of 
$6,000 will greatly assist us to pay for this project.  Once in 
place these panels will help us to reduce the cost of  
energy and should enable us to slow the increase of hire 
fees.  If we are able to provide a reliable and economic ven-
ue then more local events may be held in Romsey.  That 
would be good for the whole town.

Romsey set to receive a $550,000 facelift 
 
To stimulate business growth and create opportunities for 
local employment, Macedon Ranges Shire Council will 
upgrade infrastructure to improve the attractiveness and 
accessibility of Romsey’s town precinct. 
 
The Victorian Government announced today that it will 
contribute $400,000 to the upgrades, with Macedon 
Ranges Shire Council providing the balance of the 
$550,000 project. 
 
The works will be completed over twelve months and in-
clude safer pedestrian access, improved amenity and 
visitor experiences, new lighting at key locations, land-
scaping, public seating and bicycle facilities. 
 
Council’s Mayor, Cr Jennifer Anderson said the funding is 
a major win and fantastic outcome for the township.

 ROMSEY TO RECEIVE MAIN STREET MAKEOVER  
 

Romsey’s streetscape will be upgraded to create an environment where existing and new businesses can thrive, and visi-
tors will be encouraged to spend more time in town, thanks to a $400,000 Victorian Government grant.

Ensuing economic development 
would translate into prosperity and potential jobs for local resi-
dents which is a “win, win”. It is obviously desirable to preserve 
the social and physical attributes of our region and RRBATA 
remains committed to promotion of these.
