People often want tc talk to someone who is not inveolved and who will-
respect their confidentialitv. Do vou know that councelling is not about
civinr advice, its about giving alternatives and choices, develorina
communication skills and thinkinc out the consequences of acting in a
particular way. There is a richt wav to bring up children or run a
marriage, but that right way is different for eack of us. The tyne of
sitmation people have wanted to talk about has variecd creatly from
marital and financial stress to coring with an aging relative. Because
my stay in Romsev is limited I have been axious +o develon nermanent
services to meet peomles needs,

Childcare is a common concern across the shire. Mew residents often
have no family support and are loathe to call on friends in the same
rositicn. Family Dav Care is a scheme that offers supervised care in
a house situation and gives housebound women the chance to earn an income
and meet new peonle. Family Dav Care operates in Gisborne and Kvneton
and doss provide some care in our shire. However, few people are-aware
of this and for this escheme to really work well the co-ordinator should
b¢ locally available, be part of the community in order to really know
the care givers and the peonle needing care in order to match them well.

Voodend and Romsey are both in similar positiorns and discussions
between shires and with the Office of Child Care are investigating
whether it is feasible and cconomical to have a worker based in the two

SnLYres,

Community Health Centres provide a variety of health services such
as epeech, pathology, physiotherapv as well as health efucation and
disecase prevention programs. They are a marvellous service but obviously
Romsey is not larce encuch to warrant one on ite own. Alonc with the
Councils of Foodend, Kyneton and tcalfe the Emmscy Council has sponsored
the prepmaratiorn of a submission and supported the lobhtving for a "Cobaw”
Comrmunity Health Service. 211 councils and hespitals have agreed to
provide room for the service in each of the towns. This seems an
efficient and econeomical way of bringinc services to neonle, not forcinc
them to travel, Often those most in need, the old or ill, are unable
to travel and the lack of ruhlic transmort makes it irrnossible anyway .
Ue hope for funding in the near future as the plan lhas been very favourably
received. I am very orateful tc the Romsev Council and the Lancofield
Sush: ilursing Hosrital for their assistance.
