Pronacation by Hardwood Luttings - Probably the easiest method of propagation of many
deciduous and some evercreen shrubs and trees is by cuttings of dormat or semi-dormant
wood inserted in the omen ground. in winter and allowed to grov on for a vear where they
vere set, thus avoidine the necd for pots, nofting mizes and the constant attention -
needed when cuttinns such as most everqgreens are set in quantitics in community pots,
removed and potted separately and orown on for several months. -Hydrangea, Hibiscus
syriacusy Forsythia; Tamarix, Fuchsia, Philadelphus and many other ornamentals as well
as fruit trees such as.mulberry, fic. quince and pomeqranate canbe grown this way
althiough the black rulberry is usually arafted onto the white for better results.

tith proper attention to watering over the growing season, plants up to 1 metre or more
high can be grown this way in one year and removed when dormant without loss, for
transplanting to a permanent site. Details of this method are outlined in publications
of the Dept. of Aoriculature as well as in books avajlable from booksellers or your
Tibrary. : ‘ " ;
