Understanding & Using PlantMNames Pt. 2. While botanical names are largely accepted
and understood throughout the world, pronunciations may vary somewhat in different
countries. However, most variations can be understood, and it is therefore not neces-
sary to undertake a course in Latin before attempting these names. Unfortunately name
changes do occur as research into plant affinities and earlier published material
advances and past errors are discovered. Thus many VERONICA species are now HEBE,
DIOSMA now COLEOMEMA, TRISTANTIA CONFERTA now LOPHOSTEMOM CONFERTUS and TRISTANIA LAURINA
now TRISTANIOPSIS LAURINA, and a proposal has been made to sub-divided the genus
EUCALYPTUS intc a number of different genera. A1l such changes however, are best ignored
until the need to update one's knowledge arises.
It is worth remembering nevertheless, that botancial names are governed by a code known
as the “"International Code of Botanical Nomeclature" (ICEN) while names of horticul-
turally developed plants are governed by the “International Code of Nomenclature of
~<Cultivated Plants" (cultivars), which registers the fancy names usually given to these
~lants. Unfortunately, the copyrighting 6f some of these names mow in vogue may lead
to a number of names for the same plant to avoid litigation.
