Access._ The fairness ana effectiveness of an access order is often tested
at holiday-time. One of & number of facters taken into account by the Courts
in maklng an order is whether or not an access order is workable. In making

an accesss order, the most important consideration is the welfare of the
child. Any factor which has a bearing on that welfare will be taken into
account.  Access is rarely denied to a parent. The feasibility of the
access arrangements and their potential to either work smoothly, or to produce
conflict, will therefore be considered. The most common order for access for
a child of school ace is: (a) during school term, each second week-end from
¢ am Saturday to 6 pm Sunday. (b) One half of the December-January school
holidays including Christmas alternate vears. (¢} Cne half of the April,
Juneand September school holidays alternating each year. Each order for
defined access will. however, contain many specific variations in order to
cater for the convenience of the parents and the wishes of the child. If the
parents Iive so far apart that access is a probiem, access orders are modified
and Court may order the travelling costs of the child to be shared by the
pacents. A child cannot be taken overseas without the written consent of a
person entitled to custody or access. If 2 parent does so, he or she is
Suoject to a penalty of $10.000 or imprisonment for 3 years or both. The
Courts recognise that parents have 2 positive duty to do everything to make
acless work smoothly. There is an implied condition that the custodial parent
will ensure that the cnild is dressed and ready to go with the other parent
for the period of accesss and that nothing is done physically or emotionallay
to spoll the access. 30th parents have an implied dutv to ensure that the
cniid or children maintain 2 good relationship with the other parent. This
¢an De extremely difficult for a parent who is still bitter about his or her
OWn separation, breatcown of marriace and financial settlement. In many

' 35es, a parent, often unknowingly. can “use' the children to express this
bitterness, [f a parent ninders or prevents access, the Courts have power to
ine the defaulter in contermst of Court. This offence is punishable by a jail
term. The Courts do ncot like to jail offenders, if there is an alternative,
as this can increase th2 hitternesss even further. Cften the Courts order
ccmpuisory counselling for the parents and children, depending on the
childrens ages. At these counselling sessions a proffessionalily trained
family counsellor wiil try to work through the parents emotions following the
separation, In many cases, once these emotions are examined, conflict
lessens and access proceeds smoothly. There are also very many cases where
yrears after divorce, 2ccess otill does not proceed smoothly.
